Things you need to know about 
using your personal web site

Your personal web site is this public.www folder of your U: drive. Your web address is

http://people.clemson.edu/~youruserid

The web site is yours to use as you see fit providing you do not violate the university’s Policy on Information Resources (http://dcit.clemson.edu/about/policies). Just remember that your web address is published in the university’s on-line phonebook so don’t put anything there that you don’t want your mother or the press to see!

To create a web site, just use your editor of choice and save your web pages in the public.www folder, making sure that your home page is named index.htm or index.html (or index.php if you are using php).
If you need to empty out your web site delete the files from the public.www folder but do not delete the folder itself. If you do, the webserver will lose its ability to see your web site.

Should you accidentally delete the public.www folder, just recreating the folder will not re-enable your web site. To do so you will need to grant the webserver’s userid (webliaison) Read and FileScan access to the public.www folder. From explorer, browse your U: drive to the public.www folder, right click on it, click on “Properties”, and then “Netware Rights”. Browse down from “CLEMSONU” to look for “webliaison”. Double click on “webliaison” to add it to the “Trustees” box. Look at the check boxes to the right of webliaison make sure that R and F only are checked then click “Apply” and then “Close”. Add R (Read) and F (FileScan) for webliaison only. Do not add rights for [PUBLIC] or any other userid or group or org role.
By default, the web server only has Read and FileScan access to your public.www folder. If you have an application that needs to write files, first set up a folder that has no subdirectories and set up your scripts to write into that folder. Then right click on the folder and assign userid webliaison RWCEFM rights only (see the paragraph above for more detailed instructions). Do not do that for your whole public.www folder. Again, add these rights for webliaison only. Do not add rights for [PUBLIC] or any other userid or group or org role and do this only if you need to write into the folder.
